A RESOLUTION SUPPORTING HOUSE BILL 32

WHEREAS, the North Point Marina is a facility that attracts hundreds of thousands of people to the northeast corner of Lake County, and is an engine that generates significant economic benefits to the people of this Village and of this entire area, as well as substantial amounts of sales tax for the benefit of all of the people of this State, and

WHEREAS, House Bill 32 will prevent the need to expend tax dollars on marina repair, maintenance and improvements, and

WHEREAS, the people of the Village of Winthrop Harbor strongly support the North Point Marina and wish to ensure that it remains a world-class facility and continues to attract the boaters, swimmers, bird-watchers and nature-lovers that it currently does, 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Village of Winthrop Harbor, Lake County, Illinois, as follows:

SECTION ONE:  
The people of the Village of Winthrop Harbor do hereby formally support House Bill 32 and strongly urge its passage by the Illinois Senate and its being signed into law by Governor Blagojevich.
